Walsingham Planning attended the meeting to discuss the application. Parish Council did not receive
notification from District Council. Planning is held for 64 dwellings. The intention is to replace 6 of these
dwellings with an office block. A start on site was made in 2017. If the Parish Council wishes to apply for
the funds to be made available from the CIL money, the owners would be willing to provide the land for a
roundabout. The public open space has not been included in the planning application as the uses would
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not require planning permission. The land is a greenbelt location. The parking concerns were discussed.
Issues raised by Parish Council — density of housing, swept path analysis means that some of the parking
may not be useable, the width of roads is of concern, no allowance made for providing enhancement of
the bus services. The Parish Council supports in principle both the development and the office block but

objects to the application as submitted.
